WHAT THE BILL PROPOSES.

Rapid Transit, Five Cent Fares, Tax to the
State, Expense by the Corporation.

Some of the new and most interesting parts of the new L
pad bill are as follows: : )

The first amendment asked for strikes out of the old
tharter the provision against the use of the Manhattan system,
jo that any system except steam may be used. Electricity will
»e the motive power. ’ I

It is proposed to use a two-rail system, built upon a-double
set of uprights of steel. The structure will be after the pattern
of the one used on the Chicago L lines, known as the lattice
This system, unlike the New York elevated, does not
darken the street, and is a much lighter structure, but suffi-
cientrstrength is obtained.

The company proposes to run three or four cars on a train,
The motor car will also be used as a smoker, as is the custom
fin Chicago.

The third provision of the new bill prevents the corpora-
tion using the subway unless it leases the West End road, as
the West End at present hiolds the lease of the subway, and the
transit commission have already provided in their construc-
tion so that cars of the hight of the Manhattan system may be
run through the subway. These cars,Mr. Gaston stated, would
carry from 60 to 100 pas_sen’ge;s, and he expects that the L
road will carry 100,000 passengers a day.

In the subway which it is proposed to build from on Cam-
bridge st, commencing at North Russell st, through Bowdgin
sq to Court st, up Sudbury st to Scollay sq, connecting with
the subway now under construction, is to be built under the
supervision of the transit commission. It also provides that
the land which shall be taken on Cambridge st for the incline
of the I road subway and that Cambridge st shall be widened
from this point to Bowdoin sq at the expense of the L road. -

Another provision is that any crossing of a steam railroad
track shall be made in accordance with the decision of the
railroad commission. In case of failure to settle with the
company as to damages by such crossing, the railroad com-
misgsioners shall determine the amount to be paid by the
elevated. ’ v

Another quite important provision ig that the L road be
allowed to transport cars of other t’railroad companies
between the north and south union stdtions. This would
seem to mean that through trains cogld be run without change
of cars across the city. .

The fifth section provides/that before the construction is
undertaken the railroad commissioners shall determine
whether it i§ a proper one from an engineering standpoint and
for the safety of the public. They shall have the right to en-
gage engineers to assist them in determining the safety of the
structure.

Authority is also askedl for in the amendments to remove
obstructions, such as telegraph, telephone, electric light poles,
gas pipes, electrical conduits, sewer, or water pipes, similar to
what was granted the transit commission for the building of
the subway.

The seventh section is the most important one, as it-gives
the corporation the right to ‘mortgage or pledge its property
or any lease of any railroad or railway as security for its
bonds. .

Five cent fares are determined for a continuous ride be-
tween any two points upon the system. This, however, is
not to be reduced by any legislativs act for 30 years. During
this period of 30*years no taxes or burdens are to be imposed
wpon the company orany of its leased lines, other than may
be in existence atthe time of the lease. Thisis to provide

Submission of Plans.

be necessary to show the extent to wnlch

Naval Officers Loud in Praise
 of Craft’s Stability.

NEWPORT, R I, Feb 10-Torpedo boat
No. 6 today proved herself to the naval
oftficers not only to be a remarkable
craft, but also probably the moast speedy
in.the world when continuous running
is taken into consideration. -
The true officlal figures on the run
give her a speed of only 28.92 lo 28.78
knots, but it was quite apparent to
those on board that the boat was not
forced to her limit, and that she might
be rated as a d0-knot boat £ in the
hands of a trained crew, At no time
was the steam lmit of 225 pounds
reached, nor did her propeller reach 400
revolutions per minute, while there was
every indleation that she was equal to
much above this., Cousequently the
members of the trial board were unable
to conceal thelr great pleasure, 3

It was at an early, hour that the
stakebouls went out on the ranges, the
Stletto just below Rocky Polnt, the
tug Leyden off Conanfcut point, ahd
the third, U 8§ 8 Cushing, abreast of
Duteh Island, about two miles above the
buoy off Bennett Point, at the very en-
trance of the bay. A course of 12 miles
In water having a mean depth of four
fathoms was thus given,

Shortly bofore 10.30 a m, No. §, having
on board the trlal board, Herresholf
brothers, Commander Converse and
other officers who inspected her build-
ing, steamed out from her dock, and
after a brief period of warming up
started In from the upper end of the
courge. Flames and smoke leaped from
her three stacks as the stokers shoveled
the coal Into her-furnuaces from within
the sealed fire rooms. She did not plow
through the waters as boats usually do,
hut appeared to rise up and slide along
the surface. The cutwater was only
such In name, tor her keel for some
three feet astern of her forefoot was in
sight; nelther did she bury her stern
for this hardly sank below her palnted
water line.

The weather conditions were perfect
for a winter's dufr, tho sen was practi-
cally smooth, although It was agituted
by about a 10-knot breeze from W N W,
which remained steady throughout the
trial of two hours. The tide, although
beginning to run about the same time
that the run started, did not exceed
one-half knot,

The wounderful craft sped along with
great steadiness, creating a very small
wave and well back from bow, while
wide astern it was not more than that
of a good sized schooner, except dlrect-
ly under her stern, where the rapldly
revolving screws churned it up. As she
passed close to the stake boats on the
course, they hardly rocked from the ef-
fects of her sea.

Naturally on rer first run down she
was not put to her best, but she covered
the courge In 24m 62y, .this being on a
slack tide and before the wind. On her
return, with opposite conditions, she did
oven better—idin 67%48. Then, on the
next trip down it was 2om 35, up in
24m O6ig,- and down agaln In 25m 30s,
making an average of £5m 33 to cach 12
miles, glving o speed of 28.7403 knots,

These figures are those of one of the
assistant Inspectors, higher than some,
but lower thin most taken on the trial.
They are, of course, subject to revision
when the report of the board Is sent to
Washington, for the measurement of
the cotrse 18 approximate, and therc are
allowances to he made for tidal cur-
rents, 'These, though, are expected to
benefit the time rather than increase ft.
Then, too, jJust as she- was squaring
away for her tinal dash down the course
dne of her hlowers gave out, and though
thuy crippled she made a record for
these 12 miles of 17.100 knots in excess of
her guaranteed speed,

There wasg only one other drawback to
the run, and that was a slight indica-
tlon of heating of onc of the cross-head
guides quite earty in the run, but tt was
kept sutliclontly cool to complete the
trlal without any materfal effect on the
speed. To those who are acquainted
with Narragansett bay It may be said
that this craft was muking the rgund
trip from Rocky point to Beaver Tall
in a fraction less than an hour, this in-
clp]dlng turns which covered some three
miles,

As the boat turned from the last run
down and jogged along back to Bristol
her mast was raised, and soon there ap-
peared at its head the broom and red
flag, which had previously been flown
lower to denote dnnger to other craft
that might possibly come along, But
the course was remarkably free from
vessels, and her helmsman was able to
steer a perfectly true course.

The crew of the Cushing, who expect
to he orderod to her in u‘.(’ew days, and
naval officers who have® witnessed her
running, antleipate that she will -
crease her gpeed to 30 knots for contin-
uoua running at a very early date, as
all that they considered necessary now
ts & {rained crew. The fact that she hag
made thly .cgnn(l in only four fathomy
of water, atthough It be not a mutter of
record, s most surprising, and yet the
course huving the shallowest winter was
that chosen by the builders, who, from
some gtrangse reasoning were convinced
that it was more fitted to her modoel,

Aside from her speed and abliity (o
sllde along on top of the water, which
appear to embody some of the prineiples
displayed in both the Glorlana and the
Defender, naval officers are loud In their
pralse of the stabllity of the craft, which
has every appearance of standing a vast
deal of hard usage, Her mancuvering
powers also appesr to be equal to those
0? tho Cushing, which were supposed to
he of the highest order, She ig also
most complete in her fittings, except for
her guns, and in fact is ready to go into
commigsion tomorrow, having even her
ernckery on board.

‘There was only one accident to her
crew during her run, and that to a tire-
man who spralned his leg by slipping in
the lire room. While she started on the
course with 225 pounds of steam and dig
not reach It again, the steam at one
time fell as low as 175 pouinds after the
blower wave out. When the contracts
were advertised for only 26 kuots were
asked, but the Herreshoffs guaranteed
27, her price being $150,000,

"The welghts carried by the craft to-
day In excess of fittings were 12 tons of
coal, and that 1s equal to nine tons for
equipment and-6.32 tons for armor and
armament. The {rial board returned to
Washington tonight. :
